PARISH COUNCIL NEWS

PLAY AREA CLOSURE DURING AUGUST
We would like to remind you the Play Area will be closed for around 3 weeks in August. This is to allow time for the existing equipment to be taken out and the new play area installed. The exact start date has not yet been confirmed, but as soon as we are informed, we will let everyone know via the Village Notice Boards and Facebook.
It is, of course, regrettable that the installation date falls during the school holidays! Unfortunately, we were unable to alter this as we had to work around equipment supply and contractors’ availability. We hope any inconvenience to villagers is minimal and look forward to welcoming visitors to an exciting new play area at the end of August.

BUS SERVICES IN MONKTON CHANGED OR AXED 
We were surprised – in fact we were shocked! – to learn recently of the changes that are being made to bus services affecting Monkton. These come into effect on AUGUST 28TH. 
* The no 11 route will no longer run.
* The no 9 will take over from the old 42 route, starting at Monkton and going to Ramsgate via the Nethercourt Estate. There will no longer be a service to Canterbury or Broadstairs on this route.
* The 9X bus will still run but with a limited timetable at peak times.
Details of all timetables will not be available until August, so exact details are yet to be revealed.
These changes will leave Monkton with an extremely limited bus service and other villages (Preston and Stourmouth) without any service at all! Almost all areas of Thanet will be less well served in a time when we are supposed to be promoting sustainability and non-reliance on the car! We feel these cuts make something of a mockery of current policy.
As a Parish Council we will therefore be campaigning against the changes. We are also actively liaising with other local Parish Councils with the idea of creating a stronger, collective voice to challenge the decision. 
If you wish to personally object, please make your views known to Stagecoach customer.services@stagecoachbus.com (who are implementing the cuts) and KCC county.hall@kent.gov.uk (who are withdrawing the subsidies which allowed these routes to operate). You may also wish to copy Sir Roger Gale galerj@parliament.uk  in on any correspondence. 
To give us an idea of the size of objection in the village, we would be grateful if you would copy us in as well. Thank you.

PLANNING
We understand a decision on the Heyhill Appeal is due shortly. We have not been given any indication as to how the decision will go, but we will, of course, keep villagers fully informed as soon as we are notified. 

THE QUEEN’S JUBILEE GREEN CANOPY SCHEME
Just to jog your memory about this scheme ….  the Parish Council are joining in the national tree planting scheme to mark and celebrate the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Year. 
We will shortly be contacting all Groups and Clubs in the village inviting them to plant (and look after!) a tree at the Recreation Ground. We will also welcome individual

villagers, or families, who wish to join in the scheme … you may wish to plant a tree in memory of a loved one or just have a tree that you can call your own! 
We do have a small pocket of grant money to help those who might struggle with the cost of buying a tree …. please feel free to contact Sara, as below, for further information on this.
We will be coordinating the actual plating of the trees around November time and will log all trees in the scheme and add these to existing records.

HIGHWAYS ISSUES
SPEED INDICATOR SIGNS - we have contacted KCC Highways again about their removal of the speed indicator signs that were on the verge outside the new development adjacent to Walters Hall Farm. We have reiterated the importance of these signs for the village and the issue of speeding along Monkton Street. They have confirmed they will look at the possibility of reinstating them, but cannot do so until the development is finished.
‘NO THROUGH ROAD’ SIGN – we have requested a ‘no through’ road sign for Seamark Close to stop traffic using it to access the Rec Ground. We have been informed this should be installed over the next couple of weeks. 
WILLETTS HILL – we are still waiting for a response from KCC Highways on what can be done about the erosion at the side of the road and resulting mud & debris run-off in heavy rain.

FLOODING ISSUES
SOUTHERN WATER has recently installed non return valves to 4 properties along Monkton Street which have been affected by sewage flooding.
In addition to repairs to cracks and blockages in the main sewage drain running through the village, it is hoped these measures will now ensure sewage flooding does not reoccur in the village.
BLOCKED DITCH BEHIND SEAMARK CLOSE along Rec Ground access track – we are pleased to report agreement has now been reached regarding the clearing and future maintenance of this ditch which has caused long term flooding issues in Seamark Close. 
KCC Highways have carried out various repairs to the drain network in the village and have also jetted the main village drains including those in Willetts Hill, Seamark Close and the storm drains that discharge into the ditch. Again, it is hoped the combination of all these works will solve the flooding issues in Seamark Close and the middle section of Monkton Street.

COUNCILLOR VACANCY
Applications for the vacant Councillor position close on July 22nd. We are pleased to have received interest in the vacancy and look forward to announcing our new Councillor in the September Newsletter.

The Revd. Dr Hugh Bird
22.9.1924 – 23.6.2022
Hugh Bird read medicine at Cambridge then moved to St Thomas’ Hospital where he met a young nurse, Ann Gough.  Following military service with the RAF, Hugh &  Ann were married at Highgate in 1952.
In 1951, Hugh joined a General Practice covering Sutton Valence, Boughton Monchelsea, Linton and Coxheath and in 1955, He & Ann set up home in Linton where they raised their family of three children, Edward, Lucy and William. Edward was tragically killed, aged 22, in a farming accident in 1976.
As retirement approached, Hugh trained for the Church of England Ministry at Cambridge and was ordained priest in 1986, serving as a non-stipendiary minister in his home parish.
It was in 1995 that Hugh & Ann came to live at Slate Barn, Seamark Road, next door to their daughter Lucy, now married to Robert Montgomery.  Hugh was invited by the then Priest-in-Charge, Bob Coles, to take responsibility for St. Nicholas-at-Wade, within the Wantsum Group of Parishes.   So began a dedicated & caring ministry, with the able assistance of Ann and Lucy in work among the children.     
Hugh was still a practising Doctor, and for some years helped as a locum in Thanet practices.  Within the Church Hugh assumed a number of roles – including collating the parish magazines for Monkton & St Nicholas and taking a turn at mowing Monkton Churchyard, transporting his own mower by trailer.
In 2004, aged 80, Hugh decided to officially retire from his licensed post at St. Nicholas and he and Ann became members of Monkton congregation.  Here, Hugh often helped with Sunday services whilst proving a wonderful guide and stimulus in the monthly Bible Study group.
Well versed in the Classics, Literature and History, as well as medicine, and with some very down to earth theological views, Hugh’s breadth of 
scholarship was enthralling. His ability to put things across with simplicity, and always with humour, meant that our group might often be located by the sound of its laughter!    Hugh was still leading sessions with the group up to the time of the Covid outbreak in 2020. 
Following Cremation at Thanet on 19th July, a Thanksgiving Service was held in St Nicholas’ Church.

Pastoral Reflection from Diana Davies: Reader Emeritus to the Wantsum Benefice

Dear friends,

Who do you think you are?

As I write my mind is filled with the story of Mo Farah, who courageously decided to explore the questions of his true identity and of how he came from Somalia to live in the UK gaining British citizenship and winning Olympic gold for his adopted country. 
I won’t repeat his true story here as I am sure most of you will have seen the tv programme or read accounts of it. Suffice to say it was far from the fairy tale which had gradually been built up around him. He had to face some painful truths and even risk deportation and being parted from his lovely wife and their children. Yet deep down he felt compelled to find his birth family and show his son where he had come from.
Now that stories of children of unmarried girls in the 1950’s and 60’s (often taken away a few days after they were born) can be told and siblings reunited it has become plain how important for them to discover the circumstances of their birth in spite of the fact that many had been adopted into loving families. 
Today we have heard that a Van Gogh canvas has revealed a hidden self portrait of the artist which may shed more light on his often troubled life
Perhaps, like me, you have sometimes hit the wrong button on your tablet when raking a photo and been shocked at seeing your own face, quire unprepared, ..a salutary experience! It makes me realise how much I prepare my expression before I look in the mirror!
St. Paul writes that our perception of who God is and his love for us is, in this life like a reflection in a flawed mirror ..one day ( and sometimes fleetingly  in our everyday life)  he tells us we will see Him clearly with the eyes of our hearts face to face.

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Summer Fruit Drizzle Cake

With the glut of glorious summer fruits around – here’s an easy recipe for you to try.  You can choose which fruit to use – try blackberries (halved), apricots (diced), blueberries, nectarines or peaches (diced), raspberries (my favourite), plums (diced), redcurrrants/blackcurrants or strawberries.

175g/6oz very soft butter
175g/6oz golden caster sugar
250g/9oz self-raising flour
2 eggs
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
175g/6oz fruit, stoned weight – see above 
100g granulated sugar
1-2 tablespoon citrus juice (lemon, lime or orange) as necessary

1. Heat oven to 180C/160C fan/gas 4.  Grease a 900g/2lb loaf tin and line the base and ends with a long strip of baking paper.  Put the butter, sugar, flour, eggs and vanilla extract into a large bowl and beat with an electric hand mixer for 5 mins until pale and creamy – the mixture will be very thick.
2. Spread one- third of the cake mix into the tin, then scatter over 50g of the fruit.  Carefully dot and spread another third of the cake mix on top, and scatter with another 50g fruit.  Finally, dot the rest of the cake mix over and gently spread with the back of a spoon.  Bake for 1 hour until an inserted skewer comes out clean.  I usually cover with foil halfway through cooking time, to prevent over-browning.

Description automatically generated]Poke the cake all over with a skewer.  Put remaining 75g fruit into a bowl with the granulated sugar.  Stir in 1 tablespoon of the citrus juice first with a fork, mashing a little of the fruit as you go.  If it’s a bit dry, add a splash more juice and spoon over the centre of the cake in a long strip down the middle.   Leave in the tin until the cake is cool and the topping is set and crisp.

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Proposals to Increase Council Tax
Kent County Council (KCC) is launching a seven-week consultation, asking residents for their views on our proposals to increase Council Tax to help fund vital services and their ideas for making further savings.  
In the absence of any additional funding from central government, we are considering an increase in next year’s Council Tax up to 3% and a reduction in spending on council services. 
Peter Oakford, Cabinet Member for Finance, Corporate and Traded Services, said: “It’s an incredibly difficult time for all of Kent’s residents and KCC faces exactly the same amount of pressure. We see inflation and the cost of living rising and the fuel price increasing, higher than they have ever been. All of this impacts on KCC’s budget just as much as it does our own personal expenditure.
“KCC has faced huge challenges in recent years and has already had to make over £810 million pounds worth of savings since 2010. We already know the government doesn’t intend to provide any additional funding to us next year, so we have to make do with the money we’ve got. The only area where we can increase our funding is through Council Tax which of course isn’t something we want to do but during the current situation we could be forced to do it.”
Work to prepare our new budget typically starts in March. An essential element now the numbers are crunched is providing residents with the financial picture and asking them for support in the next stage of the decision-making process.
Peter Oakford added: “We urge everyone to take part in the consultation and to have their say. It’s an important process which is fundamental in informing how this budget is shaped.
“We have an annual budget of £1.8 billion which does sound like an enormous amount of money but then you look at the services that KCC provides it doesn’t go very far.
“We need to know from our residents their views on increasing Council Tax to partly help meet rising costs and demand for our services. Even with an increase in Council Tax, some new savings and additional income would still be needed to balance our budget. We therefore also want to hear their ideas for where they think that perhaps we could make some further savings and where those savings would have the lowest impact to our communities.”
How do people get involved? 
The consultation runs until 5 September 2021. To take part, please visit our website www.kent.gov.uk/budget. 
Consultation responses will help inform decisions ahead of the publication of the detailed draft budget proposals in early January 2023 and will then be considered by Councillors at their Cabinet Committee and Cabinet meetings taking place throughout January 2023 before the budget proposals are finalised and considered for approval by County Council in February 2023.
