MONKTON CHURCH OF ENGLAND SCHOOL NEWS

Dear Monkton Community,
Since I last wrote to you all, which I think was way back in September, a great deal (as you can imagine) has happened here at Monkton Church of England Primary School. Obviously, we have negotiated our way through Covid and are still doing so at my time of writing. The staff and children have been incredibly resolute over the last few months as a couple of spikes in cases led to a high proportion of teaching staff, office staff and children being unwell to return to school for a substantial amount of days. The main thing though is that as a family, we all stuck together, mucked in and we’ve become stronger because of it. The sense of community and partnership here has never been stronger; the key now, is to maintain that bond and let it grow and flourish even more.
It is truly mind-boggling that we are already half way through term 5, with little over 10 full weeks of school left. Looking back on the year, we’ve achieved and done a great amount despite obstacles along the way. We held our very first Christmas Christingle at the church which was a beautiful occasion of light and song. LAST PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

Questions were raised regarding planning issues, and the maintenance of the village sign, which the Parish Council agreed to investigate.  This was followed by the Parish Council AGM, where Gilly Brown was re-elected as Chair and Davina Ransom as Vice Chair.  We are sad to report that Claire Beavis has had to resign from the Parish Council due to work commitments.  This has resulted in a vacancy, which has been advertised on social media and the village noticeboards. THE QUEEN’S PLATINUM JUBILEE
The Jubilee celebrations organised by the Jubilee Team (Del, Pete, Heather and Rachel) are well in hand and we wish everyone a fun weekend with the activities.
The Parish Council’s involvement with the Jubilee is via the Queen’s Green Canopy project, a national tree planting scheme.  We will be inviting village groups and organisations to plant a tree in the village (probably at the Recreation Ground) and would also welcome applications from individuals who may wish to plant a commemorative tree.  Up to £300 has been allocated from Parish Council funds to help with costs, if needed.  All trees will need to be planted by the group/individual concerned and watered and looked after by them during the early years.

As Monkton looks forward this month to welcoming people for the Jubilee Celebrations and the Open Gardens Weekend, we are uncomfortably aware of the need to constantly remind visitors of the uneven areas of wooden floor in the church.  

The major re ordering of the West end of the church, providing a much needed kitchen area, toilet facilities and new flooring, was completed in the Summer of 2019.  Within a matter of weeks, the new woodwork had begun to move and distort.  
Needless to say, we have been working hard towards getting this situation rectified but these things take time and, unfortunately, nothing will have been done before the two big events in June are upon us.  
 
Fortunately, the church remains in regular use and we are doing our best to keep it as user-friendly as possible.  We look forward to welcoming you during this festive month of June!  
VIEWPOINT 
June 2022
This month will see gatherings and events across the Nation as we celebrate our Queen’s Platinum Jubilee and the longest reign in British History.    
In addition to offering our congratulations to Her Majesty the Queen, I believe this is also an occasion to remind ourselves of just how fortunate we are in these Islands to have such a stable system of parliamentary government and a constitutional monarchy.    It is a system which has evolved and developed over nearly a 1000 years in relative calm, in stark contrast to the bloody revolution which has marked political change in so many nations of the world.   Slowly, and in the main, quietly, the age old balance of power between the monarch and parliament has changed and evolved.  
Today, technically speaking, the Queen still holds the supreme power of the State. She alone can appoint and dismiss ministers; she alone can open and dissolve Parliament.  No Bill can become law until it has received the Royal assent.  But, things have evolved in such a way as to render the monarch completely unable to exercise a personal choice in such matters.  She is constitutionally bound to follow the advice of the government.  Some might say this is a bit daft, but I think it’s rather clever!    
A wiser head than mine has said that the strength of our system of government lies not in the power it gives to the sovereign, but in the power it denies to others.  It keeps the politicians in their place!  The person who holds real power in the country is, of course, the Prime Minister, but note his title – ‘First Servant.’  Originally that  meant servant to the monarch but now I think we should also take it to mean - first servant to the people who the monarch so loyally represents. 
Today, by a strange paradox of history, our present Queen, whose royal ancestors held power over the people, now represents the power of  the people.   When she opens Parliament and speaks the words: “My Government….”, I believe she is speaking no longer as the absolute monarch, but as  the voice of the electors, a veritable “Britannia,” reminding the Government, and indeed, Parliament who its masters really are! 
While the Queen necessarily takes no active part in the political processes, she has the right to be consulted and she listens, advises, suggests and questions.  She is well travelled, well read and well informed and prime ministers of all parties have testified gratefully to her wisdom.   Over seventy years now, our Queen has given unstinting and constant service to both Britain and the Commonwealth.  Inevitably, at 96, she has had to cut back on her activities but her life is still governed by a demanding diary whilst the despatch boxes follow her everywhere.   
In her broadcast messages, the Queen speaks frequently of her

personal faith in God and I believe it is this which sustains her in her tremendous responsibilities.  She is also Supreme Governor of the Church of England and although this role too is “non-executive” it seems that in some strange way she is able to point us towards that spiritual dimension of life which we often shy away from but know we ought to explore.  
On this great occasion of the Platinum Jubilee we can give thanks for that indefinable something which holds us together as a nation, especially in times of crisis.   We cannot define it but I believe it is very much encapsulated in the person of Her Majesty, Queen Elizabeth II.

MONKTON BELL TOWER

Many residents may have realised that ringing has resumed on a regular basis in Monkton. We have also had a few visitors returning to ring our bells. On Saturday 14th May, Monkton hosted a striking competition. 7 teams from the local area took turns to demonstrate their skill at ringing a pattern of 240 changes. They were judged on the speed of ringing, the spacing between the bells and the method they used. A team from St Stephens in Canterbury ultimately claiming the victory. Visitors were treated to excellent refreshments and a short church service lead by our Canon Gausden.

It is hoped that the Queens Platinum Jubilee will be marked by the ringing of a full peal on the afternoon of Sunday 4th June. This requires the 6 ringers to ring all the possible combination of changes on 6 bells and takes approximately 3 ¾  hours! If anyone should make a mistake at any point it doesn’t count as a peal. Monkton is the only tower in Kent that has never had a successful attempt recorded in modern times as far as we know so this should be a fitting tribute to our longest reigning Monarch.

If all this has inspired you, we have resumed the teaching of new recruits. 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Lemon Swiss Roll and Amaretti Trifle
Platinum Jubilee Pudding – photo on cover
For this recipe you will need 2 Swiss roll tins, measuring approximately 24cmx34cm/9½inx13½in and a trifle dish with capacity of approximately 3.5 litres/6 pints. It serves 20, however, you could always halve the recipe. I’ve just made the ‘cheats version’, but if you want to make everything from scratch, you can easily find the full recipe online.  (Front photo and recipe sourced from bbc.co.uk).

Ingredients
For the Swiss rolls
· 4 large free-range eggs
· 100g/3½oz caster sugar, plus extra for dusting
· 100g/3½oz self-raising flour, sieved
· butter, for greasing
Lemon curd - 300g/10½oz ready-made lemon curd.
St Clement’s jelly - use 1 packet of lemon-flavoured jelly to make 568ml/1 pint
Custard - use 500ml/18fl oz ready-made custard
Amaretti biscuits - 100g/3½oz ready-made amaretti biscuits.
Double Cream - 600ml/20fl oz 
For the chunky mandarin coulis
· 4x tins mandarins, around 300g each
· 45g/1¾oz caster sugar
· 16g/½oz arrowroot (2 sachets)
· ½ lemon, juice only
For the jewelled chocolate bark
· 50g/1¾oz mixed peel
· 1 tbsp caster sugar (optional)
· 200g/7oz white chocolate, broken into pieces

Method
1. To make the Swiss rolls, preheat the oven to 180C/160C Fan/Gas 4. Grease and line the 2 Swiss roll tins with baking paper. In a large bowl, beat the egg and sugar together with an electric hand whisk for approximately 5 minutes or until light and pale. Using a metal spoon, gently fold in the flour. Divide between the two tins and bake for 10–12 minutes or until the sponges are lightly golden and cooked through. Sprinkle some extra caster sugar on two sheets of baking paper then turn the sponges out onto the sugared paper. Peel off the paper from the underside and, while still warm, roll them both up from the short end into a tight spiral using the paper to help. Leave to cool.
2. To make the chunky mandarin coulis, strain two tins of mandarins. Discard the juice and put the fruit into a saucepan with the sugar and heat gently until broken down. Remove from the heat. In a small bowl, slake the arrowroot with 2 tablespoons cold water then add to the warm mandarins. Add the lemon juice and mix well before pouring into a large bowl. Strain the remaining two tins of mandarins and add the fruit to the bowl then leave to cool completely.
3. To make the jewelled chocolate bark, if the peel feels wet or sticky, roll in the caster sugar to absorb any moisture. Melt the white chocolate in a bowl sitting over a saucepan of gently simmering water. Pour the white chocolate onto a baking tray lined with baking paper and scatter over the mixed peel. Leave to set then break into shards.
4. To assemble, unroll the cooled Swiss rolls and spread with the lemon curd. Roll back up again and slice one into 2.5cm/1in slices and place upright around the bottom edge of the trifle dish so the swirl is visible. Slice the other Swiss roll into thicker pieces and use these to fill the bottom of the dish, ensuring the top is roughly the same level as the slices that line the edge. Use off-cuts of sponge to fill any gaps.
5. Pour the St Clement’s jelly over the Swiss roll layer and set aside in the fridge to completely set. This will take approximately 3 hours. Once set, pour over the custard then arrange a single layer of amaretti biscuits, keeping a few back for the top. Pour over the mandarin coulis. In a large bowl, whip the double cream until soft peaks form then spoon this over the coulis. Crumble over the reserved amaretti biscuits and decorate with the chocolate bark shards.
