PARISH COUNCIL NEWS
SEWAGE FLOODING 
Last month’s Parish Council meeting was attended by Mark Macey, Michael Cook and Kelly Robinson representing Southern Water.  Mark Macey offered sincere apologies on behalf of Southern Water, for all the problems experienced in the village.  He explained that a CCTV survey had been undertaken of the combined sewer, which showed the drains were heavily soiled with fat, oil and grease deposits.  There were also obstructions caused by root infestation and suspected concrete.  All of which exacerbated the flooding issues.  The obstructions had since been removed.
Connectivity surveys were being conducted at affected houses in Monkton Street to examine the feasibility of installing non-return valves (NRV) or anti-flooding devices (AFD) following the removal of roof water drainage to reduce the potential of flooding.  As adjacent properties were sited lower than the identified properties, the engineers needed to ensure the flooding problem would not be deflected onto them following the installation of the NRV/AFD.  The Foxhunter Caravan Park had also been identified as requiring a connectivity survey.  Outstanding surveys would be carried out within the next 3-4 weeks. 
It was confirmed that although Southern Water are a consultee with larger planning developments, unfortunately, they have no authority to prevent developers connecting to the utility.
The representatives were challenged why Southern Water do not take a more pro-active approach when responding to planning applications, indicating that the current sewage system cannot cope with additional connections to the drainage pipes.  It was clarified that the system is able to cope with water and drainage, however, due to the oil, fat and grease clogging up the pipes, it is not running at full capacity.  Work is being undertaken with developers to explore other solutions and options to deal with water discharge rather than connect to the existing system, eg surface water separation, permeable paving, surface water ponds, in areas where issues have been identified.
It was acknowledged the Victorian sewer system was constantly being upgraded, but connectivity demand outweighed the ability to stay ahead of the work necessary to ensure the system functioned at its optimum capacity.  Government funding had been invested into solutions to take the pressure off the drainage systems.  Education was also key in moving forward to ensure people only flushed paper and waste into the drains, and not fats, grease or wipes etc.
PARISH COUNCIL NEWS - continued
The representatives agreed to take forward a number of suggestions including better engagement with housing developers in the localities when planning applications are submitted, particularly in areas such as Monkton, which have been highlighted as experiencing operational issues.  They would also make enquiries with regard to the pumping station at Walters Hall which had been identified as being problematic.
It was agreed that individuals also needed to take responsibility to ensure nothing is washed into the drains that could cause problems, such as sand, cement, grease etc.  Previously, Southern Water had provided special dishes to residents to enable waste fats to be recycled into bird feeders, this suggestion would be revisited and enquiries made whether the supply of dishes could be reintroduced.
Mark Macey concluded the discussions by advising that Southern Water were in regular communication with KCC.  Changes were being made to the service delivered by the company, to ensure they were more pro-active with the community.  The drainage system in Monkton was being monitored and any problems identified were being dealt with accordingly.  AFDs would be fitted at each property identified as experiencing problems, providing the roof drainage was disconnected and feasibility study had a positive outcome, to resolve the flooding issues.
The Network modelling team would also liaise with developers to ensure the system had capacity for additional connections.

ROAD DRAINAGE
With regard to the problem flooding at the bottom of Willets Hill to Seamark Close a site meeting was held on 9 March attended by The Internal Drainage Board (the agricultural watercourses fall under their remit), KCC Highways (responsible for road water drainage), the owner of the land on which the ditch runs, Nicola Dyas (whose land is needed to access the ditch) and the Parish Council. It is hoped an agreement can be reached to clear the ditch, resolve the problem and agree future maintenance to ensure the storm drains function more effectively.

VIEWPOINT
Pastoral Reflection from Sally Willins: Licensed Reader to the Wantsum Benefice
It is mid-March as I write, and each day the news from Ukraine seems even more tragic and appalling. The dreadful plight of the people in Ukraine has touched us deeply. Watching the images on television, seeing pictures in the newspaper, or listening to reports on the radio takes us into the midst of the horrors and suffering experienced by those whose country is being torn apart.
Not so long ago, the war correspondents were reporting devastation in the Middle East, in Syria and Yemen. Violence in countries around the world has been the constant accompanying soundtrack to our lives, whatever age we are.
But to many, this feels different. A friend remarked to me that her twenty-something-year-old daughter is very affected by the plight of the Ukrainians and feels she must do something to assist. Was it, she wondered, because this was the first time the effects of war had fully impacted on her daughter …?

Sadly, it seems the world cannot live peaceably: and any lessons learned, are too soon forgotten. Always there is a regime ready to pop its head up; one which assumes it has the right to dominate. And so, part of humanity limps along though the chaos and mess. 
The adage ‘to live and let live’ is simplistic perhaps, but it is at the heart of justice and equality when backed up with additional values which encourage and allow communities to flourish and find their place on the world’s stage. We are familiar with aid agencies who bring relief to the dispossessed, the hungry, the abused, and those who bring to communities supplies of fresh water, educational opportunities, healthcare …
In short – bring hope.

There are many ‘hope-less’ situations worldwide and for all these circumstances the people of God join together in prayer.
Of course, there are many who say that prayer has no effect: that the Church is totally out of touch with the real world, and that its principles and teaching are a lot of hokum. 
But it is also true to say that for many others the Church definitely has a place in today’s world and that prayer is effective. 

Throughout its 2000-year-old history, the Church has held to the constancy of the message of hope. Yes, it’s been packaged and presented differently over the years, but at the heart of the Christian faith lies hope.

God in Christ was executed on a cross. The crushing weight of the wrongdoing by humankind was held upon the shoulders of a man nailed to wood. In dying, all that mess of failing and offence, was absorbed by Christ so that we might come before God knowing his love and peace. But Christ on a cross appeared to be a ‘hope-less’ situation; Christ’s friends were devastated; the bottom dropped out of their world. 
Good Friday: a time of darkness and despair.

But a new day dawned. 
Christians believe that when Jesus Christ rose to new life on the first Easter Day, he won a victory over evil; he opened the way for all believers to come into the presence of God both in this life, and the next. Hope was back on the agenda and the darkness was banished – hope and light remain firmly fixed on the Christian agenda!

Christians, and non-Christians alike, stand in solidarity alongside those who are blameless, those who are suffering, and alongside those offering relief. 
The current situation in Ukraine is horrific, but sadly it is not unique; we know the world needs beacons of hope to shine in the darkness.

Whether we can pray or not, let’s continue to hold the Ukrainian people in our thoughts, stand together and each shine a lamp of hope in whatever way we can. 
And if we can pray, let’s bring the suffering peoples of the world before God, remembering that Easter equals hope - and that we all need the light of hope in our lives.

IMPORTANT REMINDER - NEW COVID-19 VACCINATION CENTRE
The Vaccination Centre is now located adjacent to Wickes Building Supplies and Curry's Electrical Store. It is known as Thanet Broadstairs Local Vaccination Service (LVS). There is plenty of car parking on site and it is on various bus routes.  Open every Tuesday & Thursday from 2pm to 5pm, every Saturday from 8am to 5pm. Drop In, no need for an appointment.
SPRING BOOSTER CAMPAIGN
With effect from 21st March all those aged 75 and over will be eligible for an additional vaccination, but there must be a minimum of 6 months since your last vaccine, and eligible patients will be notified by the surgery in due course.
Also, with effect from 4th April all children aged between 5 - 11 years old will be eligible for a vaccine.
With Covid-19 cases now steadily rising throughout the country and an increase of patients in hospital PLEASE DO NOT GET COMPLACENT! 
Cases in Thanet are still worryingly high, especially throughout schools, and there is no shortage of vaccines, so if you are not fully jabbed or even double jabbed, PLEASE DON’T DELAY GET YOURS TODAY!                     Vulnerable and Immune suppressant patients are also now eligible for a 4th vaccine, so if you have not received your invitation, please contact the surgery.

A SLICE OF VILLAGE HISTORY

Following the article in last month’s edition, Denis Holton of Parsonage Fields kindly sent us an interesting extract from “The Land We Live In”, publisher Charles Knight between 1847-1850.

“From Old Minster to Old Monkton is a delightful walk of about a mile and a half, across rich cornfields and through shady lanes.  Branching off from the road, and descending towards the Stour and the marshes, there are two of the prettiest lanes that can be seen anywhere, being alcoved with tall trees that meet above and form continuous arch over-head, green, cool, and delicious in the warmest day.
The church of Monkton, dedicated to St. Mary Magdalene, is another most ancient Christian edifice. It was once much larger than it is now; and a splendid Priory of which you may find some slight traces in the picturesque farmhouse and farm-yard close by, was united to it by arcades and cloisters.  Here too, we have a few other relics of the monastic ages.
The place was called Monkton, or Monkstown, because it belonged to the Monks of Christ Church, Canterbury.
It is now but a small village; but in ancient times it was far more considerable, having a weekly market and a yearly fair.
It does not appear that the monks always lived in good harmony with their tenants.  There are traditions of serious quarrels and actual conflicts between them at Monkton, on the score of rents and dues, and services and offerings.”
