MEMORIES OF MONKTON

The Sunday School Outing.
The Sunday School Outing, organised by the Reverend Gower-Smith, took place, annually, on a Saturday during the children's summer holidays until about the mid 1960's. I was too young to know why it stopped, probably due to cost and lack of support. For us kids in the village it was a marvellous day out. In a time when very few families in the village owned cars, this was a treat we all looked forward to.

On the day we would all meet at the Village Hall at about 9 o'clock in the morning. There would be two coaches, one for the adults and one for the children.

The first bit of the trip would see us going to Folkestone, where we would spend the largest part of the day. Most of our time there was spent on the beach, and it was always a nice sunny day, we were lucky then if we saw the sea more than twice a year.

There was 'Tea' at about 5 o'clock in a restaurant which overlooked a boating pool which was surrounded by 'penny arcades'. Whatever pocket money we had soon disappeared in the 1d (pre-decimal times) slot machines. Tea was always a nice salad. During the tea, us children were given more money for the slot machines - 6d from Major Hedley and 3d from Mr Vincent.

At about 6 o'clock we left Folkestone for Dymchurch and stopped for about an hour and a half at a public house called the Ship Inn (which I think is still going). For us kids it was a soft drink and the rest of the time was spent on the beach again which was a five minute walk from the pub.

From there we headed back towards Thanet. There was a stop at the public toilets in Dover which were opposite the Prince of Wales Pier. Then on to Deal, where we parked in the big car park in the centre of the town. Here we were treated to fish and chips, a treat that we didn't have very often then. From there it was back to Monkton, arriving home at about 9.30.

I remember being travel sick on my first outing and at Dymchurch it was decided that I should be taken home which my mother was not too disappointed in as we got to ride back to Monkton in Major Hedley's new Jaguar car.

I also learnt later in life that a lot of the men spent most of their time on the 'outing' drinking in various pubs in Folkestone and at Dymchurch and were quite the worse for wear by the time they got home, which was probably why us kids had a separate coach.

PARISH COUNCIL NEWS

REPORT FROM THE MEETING HELD ON 9 JANUARY

HEYHILL – As you will be aware, The Planning Inspectorate granted permission for 49 houses to be built on the field behind 92-102 Monkton Street, which includes drastic changes to the road layout in the narrowest part of the street.  Following input from villagers, it was agreed that we should, as a village, look into challenging the Heyhill decision and continue to challenge the next stages of the planning application, in particular the road scheme.

CORONATION – The idea of fireworks received enthusiastic support from villagers as it was felt it would reflect the past tradition of a Guy Fawkes firework display.  The possibility of a torchlit procession and a final lighting of the ceremonial beacon was discussed.  This would take place in the evening of 6 May.  Keep an eye out for further notices.

PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY – There have been reports of adverse activities on both the bridleway and footpaths.  We would like to remind people that horse riding is not permitted on footpaths.  It is also not permissible to obstruct the bridleway by parking vehicles on it.  Nor is it allowed to dump garden waste outside the boundary of your own property.

RECREATION GROUND – Villagers may have noticed the new speed restriction/no parking signage along the concrete track.  This has been arranged in conjunction with Monkton Football Club and will, hopefully, prevent further obstruction along the track, allowing farm vehicles unrestricted access to the farm.

DANGEROUS DRIVING – There have been several reports of an off-road motorbike being ridden down Monkton Street doing wheelies.  If you see this activity, please report it to the PCSO via 101.

OTHER MATTERS – The blocked drain at the top of Seamark Close, the depression in the road outside 139 Monkton Street and recent fly-tipping incidents at the closed end of Monkton Street have been reported and are being dealt with.

LOCAL COUNCIL ELECTIONS – These will take place on Thursday 4 May.  This is an opportunity for anyone on the electoral register to stand as a candidate for TDC or Monkton Parish Council.  We have posted 
information from Kent Association of Local Councils about becoming a councillor on our Facebook page.

REECE PUGH – We were sad to hear that Reece has decided not to stand as TDC councillor for the Villages Ward at the council elections in May.  Reece has been very supportive of Monkton during his time as our councillor and will be much missed.

A REMINDER FROM KENT POLICE ABOUT CAR & VEHICLE SECURITY
Prevent theft from a vehicle. Having your car broken into and losing your things to thieves can be very distressing. Here are a few simple steps you can take to keep your vehicle, and what’s in it, safe. 
1. Always lock it.  Fuelling up or popping back into your house to get something are perfect examples of how easy it is to turn your back for a moment and forget your vehicle is unsecured. Get into the habit of locking your vehicle even if you’re only going to be away from it for a moment. If your vehicle has wing mirrors that fold in automatically when locked, make sure you lock it properly. Criminal gangs are looking for vehicles like these where the wing mirrors are still out because it is clear to them that the vehicle has been left unlocked. 
2. Close windows and the sunroof to prevent ‘fishing’. Fishing for items through the gap by hand or with, say, a bent coat hanger, which could also be used to unlock a door for them to get in. Thieves can be ingenious. Don’t give them the opportunity. 
3. Secure your number plates with tamper-resistant screws. The easiest way to change the identity of a stolen vehicle or avoid speeding tickets & parking tickets is to fit stolen number plates. Use security screws to attach your vehicle’s number plates.
4. Fit locking, anti-tamper wheel nuts to secure alloy wheels.  Stolen wheels are valuable, either as parts or for their scrap value. Use locking wheel nuts to reduce the risk of your vehicle’s wheels being stolen. 
5. Secure anything that’s on the outside of your vehicle.  Anything left on roof-racks, tailgate racks, holiday top boxes or in tool chests are easily stolen when the vehicle is parked. The use of cable locks, padlocks and self-locking tools chests, which are secured to the vehicle, makes them more secure, but still, don’t leave things in them if you can avoid it. 
6. Take it with you or hide it. Your mobile phone, coins for the car park, sunglasses, packs of medication or other items that can earn quick cash are irresistible to the opportunist thief. Remember, the cost of replacing a window is often much more than that of what’s stolen. And it should go without saying that wallets, handbags, purses and credit cards should never be left in an unattended vehicle. 
7. Hide electrical items and leave no clues. Leaving sat nav mounts, suction cup marks on windows or cables on view gives it away that you may have left a Sat Nav, smartphone or other device in your car - they might still break in to see if it’s stored in the car, out of sight. 
8. Tool theft from vans.  Vans are often targeted by thieves for the tools stored inside. If you must leave tools in a van overnight, it's a good idea to mark them clearly with your name / company name and address using paint pens and seal with a clear lacquer spray. Alternatively, you can use a variety of other property marking systems. Items that are clearly marked are less desirable and more difficult to sell on. Consider using a lockable cabinet within your van to store tools – several security rated products are available. Small cameras are also designed to record inside vehicles. You can also take photographs of

items of value, make a note of the serial numbers and consider registering them online at a property register site. 
9. Park in well-lit and busier areas. It can take less than 30 seconds to break into a vehicle. Parking in well-lit areas and busy streets increases the chances of a thief being seen, so they’ll probably steer clear. 
10. Take your documents with you.  Having a vehicle’s registration and insurance documents could let a thief pretend to be the owner. Which means they could sell it on quite easily. So, never leave any documents in the vehicle. 
11. Choose your car park wisely.  If possible, always try to park in well-lit and staffed car parks or those with a ‘Park Mark’ safer parking award. 
12. Catalytic converter theft  The precious metal in catalytic converters has led to an increase in their theft. Catalytic converters are devices fitted to vehicle exhausts to reduce the number of dangerous gases emitted. They are often targeted by thieves as they contain valuable metals and can be removed in less than a minute. Thieves may then sell these converters via scrapyards, online, or ship them out of the country. Hybrid vehicles are most commonly targeted, as their metals are more valuable, but any vehicle can be at risk of catalytic converter theft. Signs a catalytic converter theft is being committed is a vehicle being raised using a car jack in a car park or residential area & a loud drilling or cutting sound coming from underneath the vehicle. To keep your catalytic converter safe, you can ask your car dealer for advice on locks or guards that are approved by the vehicle manufacturer. Alternatively, try to make sure your vehicle is parked in a garage overnight, or if you have a commercial vehicle, park it in a secure compound. If this isn’t possible, park in an area that’s well-lit and overlooked and try to park so that the converter can’t be easily reached by potential thieves. Vehicles that sit high above the road are particularly vulnerable. If you see the crime is happening call 999. If the crime has already happened, then you can report it to Kent Police online via the Kent Police website.

No one will ever know for sure but someone suggested that the artist, a  devout Christian, was hoping that like Mary Magdalene, half crazed with grief by the empty tomb he would encounter not just a gardener but the risen Jesus!?
This month sees the beginning of Lent and a chance to walk beside Jesus as he goes to death on the cross.
May we, like Mary, and I pray like Vincent, see through all our confusion the risen Gardener, Jesus.

The 60th anniversary of “BEATLEMANIA” will be celebrated by local pop and rock band DNA in Monkton Village Hall on Saturday 18th March 2023 from 7pm until 10pm.  The £10 ticket includes a hot chilli (or veggie chilli) served at 8pm and profits will go to the Stroke Association, to honour our original DNA drummer Dave Neal (ex-member of Suzi Quatro’s band) who died in 2020 from a stroke he suffered in 2016.

It is an original idea by the 4 members of the band to celebrate the tremendous musical achievements of John, Paul, George and Ringo, by performing some of their most popular hits from the 180+ that they composed and recorded from 1963 until 1970 when they were together.

The first Beatles album, “Please Please Me” was released on 22nd March 1963 – it went to number 1 in the charts and remained there for an unprecedented 30 weeks. We hope you will come along to hear our selection of Beatles songs.  Eat a hot meal with your own drinks (don’t forget your glasses).  Sing your heart out along to your favourites.  Dance if you want to.  Bring your family and friends along to enjoy it with you.  It promises to be a really special “FAB” night in Monkton with the hall decorated with Beatles paraphernalia, and a special Beatles Raffle.

Decluttering Clothes

It’s that time of year when we feel like starting afresh and want to get organised.
If, like me your wardrobes and drawers are bulging with clothes, and you need some help try this tip I saw:

2. Sort into piles by category e.g. long sleeved tops in one pile, jeans in another etc.
3. Chose 2 or 3 favourites from each pile to go back into the drawer/wardrobe
4. Once your favourites are in place, keep adding ‘next favourites’ from each category one by one until your drawer/wardrobe is full
5. Get rid of everything left in the piles.  You don’t have room for it, and you don’t love it as much as you love everything else!

Pancake Recipe – makes about 5/6 (dinnerplate sized)

125g (4oz) plain flour
Pinch of salt
1 egg
300ml (½ pint milk)
Lard or vegetable oil for frying

1. Mix the flour and salt.  Make a well in the centre & break in the egg.  Add half the milk and then gradually work in the flour.
2. Beat until smooth.  Add the remaining milk gradually, beat until well mixed and the surface is covered with bubbles.
3. Heat a little lard or oil in a frying pan (about 28cm), running it around to coat the sides of the pan.
4. Pour in a little batter.  Cook over a moderate heat until golden underneath.  Then turn and cook the other side.  If brave – flip them!!!
